It   is Memorial Day weekend. School is wrapping up, and our Easter season 

will soon be wrapping up, with the celebrations of the Ascension of our Lord and 

Pentecost. These liturgical celebrations should inspire us to live the mission of 

the Church. During the summer months, we have a great opportunity to be a 

witness for Jesus. We, as members of the Body of Christ, are called to continue 

the ministry of Christ. During the school year, we often have very full schedules. 

We see a lot of the same people with our programs and activities. Hopefully we 

are witnessing well at these times. Summertime, though full, gives us a break 

from our regular routine. With travel and other programming, time with family & 

friends, lake days and barbecues, people can experience a more casual, relaxed 

environment. I find that these environments can lend themselves to quality 

conversations about our faith. Prompted by the Holy Spirit, I encourage you to 

look for moments of deeper conversations. I like to talk sports & weather as 

much as the next person, but when I enter deeper conversations, they can be a 

mutual blessing for those involved. A simple question to pose may be: òWhere 

have you seen God in your life recently?ó In hearing about how God blesses 

people and sharing how God blesses us, it inspires all of us to live more fully for 

Christ and for the Kingdom. 
 

I remain excited about Pope Leo XIV!  In his first homily, he spoke about our 
mission as members of the Church: 
 

In a particular way, God has called me by your election [speaking to the Cardinals] 

to succeed the Prince of the Apostles, and has entrusted this treasure to me so 

that, with his help, I may be its faithful administrator (cf. 1 Cor 4:2) for the sake of 

the entire mystical Body of the Church. He has done so in order that she may be 

ever more fully a city set on a hill (cf. Rev 21:10), an ark of salvation sailing 

through the waters of history and a beacon that illumines the dark nights of this 

world. And this, not so much through the magnificence of her structures or the 

grandeur of her buildings ð like the monuments among which we find ourselves ð 

but rather through the holiness of her members. For we are the people whom God 

has chosen as his own, so that we may declare the wonderful deeds of him who 

called us out of darkness into his marvelous light (cf. 1 Pet 2:9).  
 

Our Catholic institutions are impactful when people think about the enduring 

nature of Christõs Church, but when people outside the Church experience the 

love of God through the way we relate to them in the name of the Lord (the Pope 

included), we will impact people even more. So let us use our summer months 

for the glory of God!
